Airlines are given scores based upon 4 criteria:
·  Noise levels of take-offs and landings
·  Adherence levels to SEA Noise Abatement flight procedures
·  Adherence to SEA ground maintenance engine run-up rules (-100 points for each violation)
·  Limiting noise exceedances during late night hours (from -1 to -5 points for each exceedance*)

For Fly Quiet Program scoring purposes, a penalty is given for each flight that exceeds a threshold based upon 
the level of exceedance:

0-2 dBs = -1 point  /  2-3 dBs = -3 points  /  3-4 dBs = -4 points  /  more than 4 dBs = -5 points
